Under federal law, 
states may choose to 
adopt California’s 
Clean Car Standards.

16 states have 
adopted or are 
currently working to 
adopt these rules.

Once in effect in 
January 2026 with 
model year 2027, car 
and truck lots will 
offer cleaner low-
emission vehicles 
(LEV) and zero-
emission vehicles 
(ZEV) than they are 
today.

• Nitrogen oxides (NOx)
Standards set emission averages 
for the fleet each manufacturer 
delivers to New Mexico

• Non methane organic gases
• Greenhouse gas emissions

Low-Emission Vehicles (LEV) Standards
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RESULTS

• Higher fuel efficiency
• Cleaner “traditional” passenger cars, 

SUVs, pickups, and heavy-duty 
trucks

• Reduces NOx emissions heavy-duty 
trucks

 Use an electric motor
 Batteries are charged

Hydrogen Fuel Cell Electric 
Vehicles (FCEVs)
• Fueled by hydrogen
• Battery converts 

hydrogen to electricity
• Emits water
